Cynthia Janney called the meeting to order at 7:00. She
began the meeting by asking for visitors or new
members to stand up and introduce themselves. Each
new person was presented with a fat quarter and note of
welcome from the Guild. The Board members for the
year 2009-2010 were introduced.

It was announced that the retreat will be held at St.

Also, this Saturday, September 12, a workshop will be
held at the Women's Club for the purpose of making
pillowcases for children with cancer being treated at
Wolfson Children's Hospital in Jacksonville.

In October, our own Diane Hamburg, will be
showing those present how to add printing to our quilts.

Show (Trenton is near Gainesville).

As per usual, Show and Tell was amazing! What a
talented group we are!

Our speaker for the evening was Barbie Swanson from
Lake City. She is the owner of the Fabric Art Shop there.
Her topic was “Highlight That Quilt.” Many of her
creations with lots of different beads, fabrics, rope,
artificial flowers and leaves, threads, etc. were shared
with us. She encouraged us to experiment and not to be
afraid of doing something wrong.

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at
9:00 P. M.

Direct Method of Printing: The paint is applied directly to the leaf, vein side is best,
using an inked brayer. The inked leaf is then flipped over and placed onto the fab-
ric. The ink is transferred onto the fabric by gently rubbing the inked side which was
covered with another fabric or paper.
