Please 
feel free to bring scraps to class to learn the technique and then if you like the process you can pick your final fab-
rics and make one for each friend and family member, or go crazy and make a full size quilt.  

The Center Square Fabric is the same for “both” Color Ways - Cut  4 - 2” X 2” Squares
