1 fat quarter of light solid or tone-on-tone fabric

several pieces of clean muslin or other disposable fabric to use as pressing cloths
pencil

OLD paper scissors - DO NOT bring your good shears

If you can bring a portable pressing board and iron we will share these.

I will bring some other supplies that you will use to create your own printed fabric.

Every quilting project produces scraps of fabric and batting that sometimes end up in a landfill. Guild
members can help reduce waste, recycle, and at the same time help our furry friends.

"Highlights" Instructions (from Marcia Landry)

The "highlight” will serve as a perfect 1/4 inch accent strip or inner border for your
quilt. Mary made a sample and will bring it to the April meeting if you need to see the steps
on an actual fabric sample.

1. Choose your accent color and cut strips 1 inch wide. Cut your outer border at least 1/4"
larger than you want your finished product to be.

2. Stitch accent strip to your quilt top right sides together with a standard 1/4" seam allow-
ance.

3. Place your outer border right sides together with the accent strip, matching the raw
edges, but flip your project so you can stitch from the WRONG SIDE of the quilt top.

4. Stitch the outer border to the accent strip, 1/4" from your FIRST STITCHING LINE. In
other words, you will have about 1/2" seam allowance this time. Try not to stitch into the
first seam allowance, but instead use it as your stitching guide.

5. Carefully trim away the extra 1/4 inch from the border and highlight strip.
6. Press all the trimmed seam allowances back into the highlight strip.

7. Additional notes from Marsha - your 1/4" foot is critical! Also, quilt stitch "tidily" in the
ditch on both sides of the highlight to make it pop.
