Intake preparations: Each quilted piece to be entered in the show must have a 
sleeve and a label on the back. The label must be covered with muslin or blue 
painters tape. Each entered piece is to be placed in its own pillowcase with the 
owner’s name, phone number and a picture of the quilt on the pillowcase. Your 
piece will be registered and you will receive a receipt for each entry. Those re-
ceipts will be needed on Saturday Feb 26 to pick up your quilt.  
 

Intake procedure: Bring all your entered quilt pieces, Challenge piece and your 
Silent Auction piece (s) to the First Baptist Church on 8th St, between 11am and 
3pm on Monday, Feb.21. 
 

Security Procedures: Guild members will provide security from Thursday Feb 
24th from after the Award Open House until 11pm and on Friday the 25th from 6pm 
until 11pm. Off-duty police officers will remain in the Peck Center from 11pm until 
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6am. If you would like to babysit the quilts, your help would be welcomed, please 
call Linda Berry 410-726-4162. 
 

Award Open House: From 6:30pm – 8:00pm Thursday, Feb 24th , at the Peck Cen-
ter. Members and spouses are invited during those hours, to view the quilt awards 
and enjoy light refreshments. Special events during this time will be the awarding of 
the Mayor’s and President’s Awards and recognition of two members of the guild, 
Judy Wagner and Mary Eagen, who have passed away. If you signed up for refresh-
ments please follow the directions of the Awards Chairperson.  
 

Staff Room: A break area will be provided at the rear of the gym. There will be a 
cooler with water available for those working at the show. Please bring your own 
snacks and lunch items.
